Q: What is a covenant?  
 

A: The distance between God and the creature is so great, that 

although reasoning creatures owe obedience to him as their creator, 

yet they could never have any experience of him as their blessing 

and reward, except by some voluntary condescension on God’s 
part, which he has been pleased to express by way of covenant. 

 

Q: How has God expressed His covenant?  
 

This covenant was differently administered in the time of the Law 

and in the time of the Gospel. Under the Law, it was administered 

by promises, prophecies, sacrifices, circumcision, the Passover 

lamb, and other types and ordinances delivered to the Jewish 

people, all signifying in advance the Christ to come.  Under the 

Gospel, when Christ had come, the ordinances in which this 

covenant is administered are the preaching of the Word and the 

observance of the sacraments of Baptism and the Lord’s Supper.

Call to Worship                                       Romans 13  

1 ¶ Let every person be subject to the governing authorities. For 

there is no authority except from God, and those that exist have 

been instituted by God. 

2 Therefore whoever resists the authorities resists what God has 

appointed, and those who resist will incur judgment. 

3 For rulers are not a terror to good conduct, but to bad. Would you 

have no fear of the one who is in authority? Then do what is good, 

and you will receive his approval, 

4 for he is God’s servant for your good. But if you do wrong, be 
afraid, for he does not bear the sword in vain. For he is the servant 

of God, an avenger who carries out God’s wrath on the wrongdoer. 
5 Therefore one must be in subjection, not only to avoid God’s 
wrath but also for the sake of conscience. 

6 For because of this you also pay taxes, for the authorities are 

ministers of God, attending to this very thing. 

7 Pay to all what is owed to them: taxes to whom taxes are owed, 

revenue to whom revenue is owed, respect to whom respect is 

owed, honor to whom honor is owed.
